AGRIBUSINESS 
Agribusiness is once again planning to expand its playing 
field. Nyatine is expecting to expand by 25 hectares for the 
next crop cycle. Guija too will expand by 50 hectares. All 
sites should finish harvesting by the end of October. 

As the first season in Nyatine draws to an end, additional cli-
ents are beginning to clean up a 25 hectare (1 hectare = 2.4 

acres) plot of land as part of the expansion strategy in the area. 
Given the opportunity, our current clients opted that the 25 
hectares be distributed amongst new farmers, so that the 
benefits of the project can reach a larger target group. It was 
indeed a refreshing idea, as it showed the kind nature of the 
clients we are working with there. The insert below shows 
the before and after pictures, from last quarter in comparison 
to the current situation. 

 
 
 
 
 
 
 

 
 
Whilst expecting an increase in the Guija site, they experi-
enced an unfortunate event this season. 20 farmers were left 
inactive as the pump caught on fire, thus, some clients fields 
could not get any water.

Electricity and water has been installed in Boane, and 
chicken houses should be operation by the beginning of Sep-
tember. We are also planning to add 14 more chicken houses 
in Boane which will be run by 14 households.
