Zambia is looking forward to expanding its current cliental base. Soon we will see a new treadle pump irrigation scheme in Siwa in the 

Mongu area. So far 15 clients sought from 4 different partner churches have signed up to be apart of this scheme. This number is ex-

pected to grow as things move forward. Base line surveys on the land are currently being conducted, thus the total amount of hec-

tares have not yet been determined. We plan on clients planting vegetables (cabbage, onions and tomatoes), maize and jatropha in 

Siwa.

Vegetable Production Under Irrigation 

January marked the peak of maize sales for the 10 hectare (1 hectare = 2.47 acres) Mawawa pilot irrigation scheme. Some of the 

beneficiaries realized as much as US$243 from their 1/4hectare plot in maize sales. The income levels are expected to be even 

higher in the next crop cycle as most farmers have gained experience and tremendous belief in themselves, motivated by their 

income as well as a good marketing arrangement that has been put in place.  

 

The new marketing arrangement involves members of the clients' marketing committee going into Mongu to assess the markets 

and determine the best market price.  After harvesting, these marketers are transported to Mawawa three times a week to buy 

crops for resale in town. This has been a tremendous help in the marketing of produce as opposed to what farmers have been 

going through in the past where they have had to cycle a distance of about 14 kilometers (8.7 miles) usually with only one bag of 

produce and were still unable to penetrate the markets effectively in town.
