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This quarter we decided to take a closer look at the

Churches involvement with AfricaWorks. The Church is
the centre of our work playing a pivotal role in the man-
ner by which AfricaWorks operates in Zambia. AW is
kingdom focused and believes in a triple bottom line,
spiritual, social & economic transformation, Zambia has
incorporated this into their operations.

Clients are chosen largely by church leadership together
with church members and communities. Thus we reap a
scope of hard working, honest and dedicated people to
spear ahead the economic transformation in the west-
ern province Mongu. We are currently working with
around 100 Churches in this area.

The figures below indicate the latest client figures.
The total number now lies at 837 vs. 575 from the
last quarter. This is as a result of the increases we
are experiencing with the trade finance clients.
There has been no real changes in the other sec-
tors.

The Trade Centre

After government officially marked out the plot for the
trade centre, the tenth borehole was sunk at this there.
A family is staying on the plot to look after it while we
wait for architectural plans to be approved.
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The building of the trade centre is connected with the
building of a school in Mawawa. The hydoam brick
making machine will be used by the Mawawa commu-
nity to make bricks for their school as well as bricks for
the trade centre. They have already started digging soil
for the bricks; we expect to start moulding the bricks by
the end of August.

Mawawa lrrigation Scheme

AfricaWorks has begun its first irrigation scheme in Zam-
bia. It is an overhead sprinkler system powered by a die-
sel pump fed by a nearby river.

The irrigation system is meant to feed alié€ctare plot

(1 hectare = 2.47 acres). The plot will be divided into 40
and equally will serve 40 households. Currently 6 hec-
tares are ready to be planted on, while the remaining 4
are still being preparedlanting of the first crop is ex-
pected to commence by the first week of September.

Farmers are expected to have three production cycles
each year.
